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ABSTRACT

The California State University (CSU) System is the largest higher education system of in the US. The chancellor of the system mandated that each Business School in the system must maintain its accreditation. Since the funding is similar for the schools in the system, this is an excellent opportunity to compare the schools in the system to find out how the accreditation requirements changed over time. With almost 20 schools seeking or maintaining accreditation, a number of these schools were going through the maintenance of accreditation process each year. The authors collected information from each school about their AQ/PQ requirements, their selection or peer, competitive and aspirant schools and why these schools are selected.
