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ABSTRACT

For a business school seeking AACSB accreditation, the single most important institutional factor is the Peer Review Team which is responsible for applying the AACSB standards. and recommending whether the school should be accredited. The team is selected from Peer and Aspirant schools identified by the applicant. Peer schools are “considered similar in mission and assumed to be appropriate for performance comparison,” while aspirant schools are those that provide “a developmental goal for the applicant represents management education programs or features that the applicant hopes to emulate, and places the vision and strategy of the applicant in context.” In this paper we describe the process used in selecting these schools.
